APPLICATION &
APPROVAL PROCESS

Applications will be received on a rolling basis and will be
considered for approval and assignment on a first-come,
first-served basis.

1. Complete the Student Assistant Program
Application (see website). Applicants may go
through an interview process.

2.Upon approval, applicants will be notified of
assignments. The family must review and confirm
before our staff is able to finalize the assignment.
